In industrial design, planned obsolescence is the accepted practice of planning or designing a product with a limited useful life, so it will become obsolete — that is, unfashionable or no longer functional after a certain period of time. 

When planning a pavement for a new driveway, walkway or patio, consumers with savoir-faire are doing their due diligence.  More often than not, responsible hardscape retailers have the right answers when it comes to optimizing the return on your investment in a new pavement.

Compared to alternative pavements such as asphalt, poured and stenciled concrete and
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clay brick, an interlocking concrete pavement brings with it a list of benefits not the least of which is strength.  In this case, strength equates to durability.  For example, at a full 2 3/8” thick in residential use, pavers have at least twice the compressive strength of poured concrete and are resistant to damage from snow plowing and de-icing salts.  Their low absorption rate (no greater than 5%) leaves them unaffected by freeze/thaw cycles and other severe climactic changes.  When properly installed, dealing with heaving, cracking and potholes as well as patching concrete and applying sealants to an asphalt driveway are a thing of the past.  Ledgestone Permeable from Cambridge is one system that can also solve problems connected to storm water runoff.

Pavers such as Cambridge, which are made in the United States, meet or exceed the requirements established in the American Society for Testing and Materials (ASTM) C936, Standard Specifications for Solid Interlocking Concrete Paving Units and conform to abrasion resistance testing.  Proper installation should adhere to guidelines recommended by ICPI, the Interlocking Concrete Pavement Institute. Pavers come in dozens of styles, colors and textures, which can be arranged in various pattern combinations.
